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Magneto – How To Use Guide?

Supalok
The Supalok is harder to break into and at the same time it is also a little harder to release because of this security increase. 
Your Team will need to become familiar with its operation.
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If the lock pin becomes hard to release refer to the guide below. 
Release Steps
1.  Move the centre of the case back and forward over the magnet until you hear the ball bearings click into place.  
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You can also spin the lock (the top itself) if necessary to loosen the ball bearings inside the magnetic system.
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3. Release the pin (the lock) by pulling the lock up.

Note:  
1. If someone has tampered with the lock and tried to pull the lock or disc away then the lock may have jammed inside the cap, therefore taking note of the troubleshooting points will help you bring the ball bearings back into their relaxed position.

2. It is very important to save frustration by your Team Members and for security purposes that:
· The unlocker detacher is screwed to your counter or secured down with double sided taped.  

· It will help you release the lock quicker and easier than leaving the unlocker lose on the counter.
